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Credit system

Universities in the United States follow the “credit system.” Students
must earn a certain number of credits to receive a bachelor’s degree.
At North Park, that number is 120 credits (sometimes called
“semester hours,” abbreviated “sh”).

Each class at North Park is worth two or four semester hours of
credit. Each ESL class is worth four credits (the reading-writing
classes are considered one four-hour course). A full-time ESL
student is registered for 12 semester-hours of credits. A student on
an F-1 student visa must be registered for a minimum of 12 sh, so a
full-time ESL student automatically meets this requirement.
